When: Approximate schedule is as follows: 
 July 31st, 3 a.m. – Depart Service Center 
     6-7 a.m. – Breakfast on the Road 
     9-10 a.m. – Arrive at Jamboree site 
                           Spend the rest of the day touring the Jamboree on your own, 
                           finishing with the closing Centennial Arena Show at 9 p.m. 
    11 p.m. – Depart Jamboree site 
 August 1st, 4-5 a.m. – Arrive back at Service Center 
 

Qualifications: Attendee’s on this Visitor Bus must: 
 Be registered with the BSA as a Scout or Scout leader, or be a parent or immediate family member of a 

Scout attending the Jamboree.   
 Be at least 10 years old.  This trip is not recommended for younger children.  All youth under age 18 

must be accompanied by a parent. 
 Be in very good physical condition and be prepared to do extensive walking in very hot and humid 

weather. 
 Have sunscreen, headgear, good walking shoes and at least a one quart water bottle. 
 Have full, proper Scout uniform - required for all registered Scouts and Scouters for travel and touring.    

 

Cost: The cost is only $45 per person and is based on filling all seats on the bus.  Refunds for cancellations will 
be issued in the amount of $40 only if there is a qualified, paid individual to replace the vacancy. 
  

How To Register: The completed registration form below must accompany your payment at the Service 
Center. We are limited to the first 47 paid registrants, however, we will maintain a waiting list.  If we have 
enough interest, we may secure a second motor coach.  First come, first served!
