The purpose of Scouting is to teach values 
and ethical behavior, using a program of fun and learning that is interesting, exciting, and engaging for our youth 
members.  This is accomplished through the efforts and dedication of thousands of volunteer leaders.  They cannot be 
successful in this vital mission without a thorough knowledge of what they are trying to accomplish and how to go 
about it.  And that knowledge comes through training. 
 Every young person in the Scouting program needs and deserves a leader who understands the aims of the 
program and knows how to deliver it with enthusiasm and fun -- in short, a trained leader.  Because they understand 
their role, trained leaders have a positive influence on the lives of youth.  Research shows that Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, 
and Venturers with trained leaders enjoy the program more and stay in it longer.  How well we influence the lives of 
these youth depends on their leaders' understanding of the program and their responsibilities.  
  

Five different courses related to specific Cub Scouting positions will be presented: Cubmasters and 
Assistants; Pack Committee Chairman and Members; Tiger Cub Den Leaders; Cub Scout Den Leaders and 
Assistants; and Webelos Den Leaders and Assistants.  After completing Cub Scout Leader Fast Start Training and 
New Leader Essentials, each leader completes the specific course for his or her own position in Scouting.   Please note 
that you must be trained for each specific position.  As you progress through Scouting and change positions (from 
Tiger Cub Leader to Den Leader, for example), you must be trained again for your new position; however,  you 
would attend only the break-out session for your new position.
